National Support sent to GRR Treasurer
The national staff provides resources, Bible studies,
Leadership Programs, program themes, study guides, event
planners, conferences, retreats, mission tours, and
webinars. Without them, we would have little or no idea where
to direct our energies. Those who give monthly or yearly
to National Support are designated as “Vital Partners.”

*Student Aid sent to Area IV Treasurer
This helps future American Baptist students receive the
education and training they need to advance our churches
effectively. In order to qualify for funds from this program,
students must be active members of an American Baptist
Church in Great Rivers Region at time of application. They
must be enrolled in a degree program at a university or
college.

*Special Project sent to Area IV Treasurer
Each year the ABWM-GRR Board selects a special project
from requests submitted. Church members in Area IV may
submit suggestions and the GRR Board looks for a worthy
project which will cost in the range of $15,000. Last year, over
$11,000 was raised to provide kitchen equipment for
Blackhawk Camp. For 50 years, ABW Ministries of GRR
Special Projects have included improvements for university
Baptist affiliated houses and improvements for Baptist
Camps. Special Projects have also included needs in other
countries: India, Congo, Mexico, Costa Ricca.
